Some other aspects hosts must ensure is to be able to 
provide a high degree of cleanliness and order, sufficient wardrobe and drawer space for guests, 
suitably furnished accommodation with good quality floor and window coverings, sufficient high 
quality bedding and blankets, good quality linen, hand and bath towels, continental breakfasts and 
adequate toilet paper, soaps and washing detergent for guests use,  
 
Visitors expect a very high standard of presentation in participating properties. The home host 
houses must be exceedingly clean and tidy and all appliances used by the visitors must be in good 
working order. All home hosting houses will be inspected for suitability and must have appropriate 
insurance.  
 
“This home hosting program has been, and continues to be successful in surrounding towns 
including Parkes, Canowindra and Bathurst and I believe that Cowra will also be able to offer a 
successful program encouraging visitors to stay in Cowra for longer”, explained Ms Thompson.
